In the six issues of Istoriya-History journal in 2025, we published 55 publications,
of which 37 were scientific articles, while the rest were analytical reviews of newly
published scientific monographs and scientific events in Bulgaria and abroad. We en-
deavoured to expand the profile of the authors—a total of 74 researchers with journal
articles in 2025. During the year, Istoriya-History published articles by both established
and young scholars from universities and research centres in Bulgaria, France, Roma-
nia, Ukraine, and the Czech Republic. Our foreign authors come from prestigious ac-
ademic centres such as Ecole des hautes études en sciences sociales (EHESS) — Paris
(France), New Europe College — Bucharest (Romania), AMBIS University — Praha

Kyiv National University (Ukraine). Our Bulgarian authors are from leading scien-
tific centres in the country as the Institute of Balkan Studies and Center of Thracolo-
gy — Bulgarian Academy of Sciences, the Institute for Historical Studies — Bulgarian
Academy of Sciences, Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”, “Dimitar A. Tsenov*
Academy of Economics in Svishtov, University of National and World Economy —
Sofia, University of Economics — Varna, Technical University of Varna, the Institute of
Ethnology and Folklore Studies and Ethnographical Muzeum — Bulgarian Academy of
Sciences, “Paisiy Hilendarski” University of Plovdiv, “Angel Kanchev” University of
Ruse, “St. Cyril and St. Methodius” University of Veliko Tarnovo, and History Muse-
um — Omurtag.

In 2026, we will continue in the direction we have already taken. With our established
high standards of scientific review and editing, we will introduce our readers to the best
of Bulgarian and world science on the history of Central and Eastern Europe and the
Eastern Mediterranean. In the first issue of the journal, readers will have the opportunity
to read a contribution on Balkan history by an author from China University. He is our
first author ever with an academic affiliation in that distant country.

The good news is that this year we will provide our readers with free online access
to the journal’s publications. Because they are keenly interested in them. Because they
deserve it. Let’s get started!
